 This has certainly 
been quite the winter here in 
Toronto.  After the relatively 
mild temperatures and lack of 
snow last winter, we have 
more than made up for it this 
year.  For a long time I could 

never understand why people wanted to go on 
vacation to some place warm and sunny in 
February or March.  But in my middle age, warmth 
and sun sounds more and more appealing.   
 
 Fortunately, the winterôs cold has not 
slowed us down at Newman, especially in terms of 
events and activities.

We have done so with great 
gratitude, and look forward to soon having the relic 
properly housed and displayed in our church.

Community!  
It is with 

joyful hearts that we write to you from Awassa, 
Ethiopia!  For those who do not know us, we 
have committed to live and work as lay 
missionaries with the Comboni Missionaries for 
these next 3 years. This change in our life is 
motivated by our faith and desire to make more 
room in our hearts for God.  We felt the calling 
to give of ourselves more abundantly in this 
specific way of serving the poorest of our world 
overseas and to grow in love and 
compassion.  Having felt this invitation as a new 
husband and wife, we are giving our best ôYesõ 
response. And so despite our weaknesses and 
inadequacies, we find ourselves in the horn of 
Africa! 
    First, a bit about the Comboni Missionaries.  
They were founded in 1867 by Fr. Daniel 
Comboni, an Italian priest who dedicated his life 
to service and promotion of the African 
people.  He was canonized St. Daniel Comboni 
by Pope John Paul II on October 5, 2003.  He 
was a promoter of human dignity and fought 
passionately against the slave trade.  He set up 
centers for education and training in Africa, and 
became the first bishop of Khartoum, Sudan, 
ultimately giving his very life working with and 
for the poor. Today, the Comboni Missionaries 

(present in 40 countries) are a Catholic 
community of 4500 priests, sisters, brothers, and 
single or married lay people who live out their 
faith by walking shoulder to shoulder with the 
poor of other countries, sharing themselves, 
learning from one another, and joining the 
struggle for a more just and compassionate world. 
    We arrived in Ethiopia one year ago in Feb 
2010 and received a warm welcome from the 
Comboni community here.  Our immersion 
began with 5 months of Amharic language study 
(the national language). Tackling this complex 
language continues to be a lesson in humility! A 
special moment during our preparation time was 
participating in an 8-day silent retreat.  To spend a 
full week in silent contemplation and 
conversation with God was the perfect transition 
for us to prepare spiritually to begin our work in 
Awassa. 
    Awassa is a pleasant city set on a big lake in the 
Rift valley with lots of colourful birds, monkeys 

and flowering trees. 
Mark says the 
weather is paradise 
(hot in the day and 
cool at night) but 
without the change 
of seasons it is easy 
to lose track of time.  
It is a relatively large 
city (300, 000 

people) but feels smaller having very few paved 

Shoulder to Shoulder  
A reflection by Mark and Maggie Banga  

Mark Banga and Maggie Graham were active parishioners of the 
Newman Centre from 2000 until 2009 when they decided to refocus their 

life to serve as lay missionaries overseas with the Comboni 
Missionaries.  They were married at Newman in July of 2007.   The 
following reflection serves to share their experience of life as lay 

missionaries, and gives an example of how each of us is called in a 
specific way to build up the Kingdom of God, both here and abroad. 
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roads and little infrastructure. Favourite local 
modes of transport are the donkey cart, the 
horse drawn carriage and the bicycle - we opted 
for bicycles and have been enjoying getting out 
and about. This keeps us close to people too.  
Since I (Mark) am a very romantic husband, four 
evenings per week I treat Maggie to candlelit 
dinners (shhhhhéthe electricity is actually out!). 
    Before we arrived, we had pictured ourselves 
in a far, remote countryside location and there 
are some aspects of that which we are attracted 
to - particularly that it would probably take much 
less time to become well-integrated into the 
community than we are encountering here in the 
city. But we are happy to be in Awassa and we 
feel called to be here.  Given that many urban 
amenities are readily available, we are pushing 
ourselves to live simply and be mindful of those 
around us by making tiny lifestyle decisions like 
eating mostly vegetarian, showering from a small 
bucket and composting our waste.  Even after 
one year we still feel ònewó but are slowly 
meeting more people in the community and even 
making some friends.  Getting out after work for 
a walk or a jog has been a great way to connect 
with our neighbors - within 2 min of starting to 
jog we have a pile of kids running and laughing 
with us! 
    We began our work the day after arriving in 
Awassa. It seemed that an inbox with an 
accumulating pile existed for me (Mark) prior to 
my arrival, so I have tried to jump in head first. I 
work at the "Awassa Catholic Secretariat" which 
coordinates all the activities of the Catholic 
Church here in the southern diocese (region) of 
Ethiopia - pastoral, evangelization, education, 
health care, youth formation, womenõs and 
cultural promotion, and justice & peace 
advocacy. I specifically work in management of 
social and development programs.  Iõm enjoying 
my days and surprisingly, my work demands a 
similar skill set to my profession back in Toronto 

so my days are still filled with schedules, project 
plans, legal agreements, proposals, negotiating, 
compromising & mediating ð but the context is 
distinctively different and there is no shortage of 
new challenges. 
    I (Maggie) spend my days at Bushulo Health 
Centre, located in a rural village on the lakeshore 
7km out of the city. There are 60 inpatient beds, 
good diagnostic facilities (lab, x-ray, ultrasound), 
emergency obstetric services and a big public 
health department. On average 130 people visit 
the out-patient department each day.  The clinic 
is run behind the scenes by 6 religious sisters 
(Franciscan Missionaries of Mary), while the 
doctors and rest of the staff are all Ethiopian. 
They are very open to my skills as a naturopath 
so I am enjoying a lot of flexibility and support 
to practice naturopathic medicine. After 6 
months I am still learning but starting to 
contribute both clinically as well as in public 
health education. I enjoy my days which are 
constantly changing and feel so privileged to 
work one on one with patients. If there is ever a 
quiet moment you will find me in the pediatric 
department working with the severely 
malnourished children - a little extra care 
towards them may even generate a smile! 
    Where our work begins and personal time 

ends is 
blurred and 
we are 
thankful for 
this. This is a 
consequence 
of our 
decision to 
live as 
missionaries - 
where our 

work is our life, our life is our work and both 
weõre trying to give to God.  We are purposely 
working to erase some of the lines we tend to 
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draw between ourselves and the people around 
us. 
    Life has been full and we are gracious for the 
gift of this first year. We realize that adapting to a 
new culture takes time and we are trying to meet 
challenges with patience and perseverance.   
Many times, peopleõs behavior doesnõt make 
sense to us, and our behaviors equally do not lead 
to the results we expect.  We live in a context of 
severe need and destitution. The demands of this 
surrounding environment of poverty and the 
faces of the people living in it are real and new to 
us, and we have no ôready madeõ answers.  
Sometimes we laugh and sometimes we cry and 
sometimes we look at each other with wide eyes 
not knowing what to do.  But through all these 
encounters we are growing and changing.  It is 
our daily cheerful struggle.  And so we lift up our 
cares to God, offer him the best of our lives and 

trust that he is 
sustaining us. 
    Though far 
from 89 St 
George Street, 
we feel very 
united to you 
back at 
Newman 

Centre.  In fact, our calling to serve as 
missionaries brewed in the pews, outreach 

ministries, retreats 
and community of 
the Newman 
Centre.  For us, this 
call to centre more 
of our life (our 
time, our energy, 
our focus, our love) 

on Jesus Christ brought us to Ethiopia, but our 
real journey has been within our hearts.   For you, 
Godõs call will take you to an equally fantastic 
place, even if you remain right in Toronto.  The 
place or the work is not important.  All that is 
important is that we set our eyes fixed on Jesus. 
We will see in him the origin and model of 
unconditional love, and perceive with clarity that 
we were created to give of ourselves to others.  
Jesus himself then illuminates the unique path for 
each of us and all that remains is a tiny and weak 
whisper ôyesõ from our heart to abandon 
ourselves into his hands.  And with that yes, a joy 
erupts within us that the world cannot contain. 
    We thank you for all your support and prayers!

FINAL NOTICE: CESSATION OF INTINCTION PRACTICES AT NEWMAN 
The Liturgy Committee met on Saturday October 23 and after much research, reflection and discus-
sion, came to the decision that our current practice of INTINCTION (where the communicant, after re-
ceiving the Body of Christ on the hand, dips it in the Blood of Christ contained in the Chalice held by a 
priest, deacon or extraordinary minister of holy communion and consumes the Host) will be phased out 
by the FIRST SUNDAY OF LENT, 2011. INTINCTION is allowed by the Church BUT not in the way 
that we have come to practice it.  Intinction is only permitted when a priest dips the Body of Christ in 
the Blood of Christ and places on the tongue of the communicant.  (cf. The General Instruction of the 
Roman Missal, 2002, paragraph #287). This permitted method of intinction is not widely practiced in 
parishes.
